This contest uses an online application system. Please go to the school’s website (http://sjjg.ac.jp/) and follow 

the links. You will also be able to download copies of the Elementary School Division recitations there. The application 

deadline for both divisions is Friday 5 July. You will be sent an automatic confirmation of your application by e-mail. 

If you do not receive an e-mail within one day of applying, please contact the school. Applicants for the Junior High 

School Division must also e-mail a copy of their speech to us at english@sjjg.ac.jp, ensuring that it reaches us by 

Tuesday 23 July. No changes to the content of a speech will be accepted after this date. Please also note that places in 

both divisions are limited and will be allocated on a first come first served basis. Further details will be sent to 

participants in July.
