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Do you think girls and boys are different? You will probably say, “Yes, of course.” Well, do you think girls and
boys learn differently? There has been a lot of research about @ this. It often shows that younger girls do better than
boys, but older girls don’t do as well.

In elementary school, (A ) usually do very well. A young girls sits and listens quietly to her teacher. A young
boy stands up, runs and shouts. A young girl works well together with her friends. A young boy wants to do things by
himself*. A young girl asks and answers questions well. A young boy sometimes can’t speak well. So, in elementary
school, teachers are often happy with the girls and angry with the boys.

®@ Things change when children go to junior high school. Boys start to do better than girls. Boys often get better
test scores, especially in math and science. They speak more in class. They become school leaders. Why is this? What
happens to boys and girls between elementary and junior high school? Let’s look at three ideas about this.

First, for many junior high school boys it is important to be ‘No.1’. There are a lot of tests in junior high school. A
boy wants to get a better score than other students, especially his best friend. For a girl, being ‘No.1’ is not the most
important thing. She is happy if everyone gets a good score in the test, especially her best friend. So, ( B ) often
work harder to be ‘No.1".

Second, boys speak more than girls in the classroom. A boy answers his teacher’s questions very quickly, even if he
doesn’t know the answer. A girl often waits before she speaks. She thinks, “Do I know the answer?” before she raises
her hand. Maybe she also wants to check the answer with her friend before she speaks. So, junior high school ( C )
are more active in class.

Third, society teaches boys and girls different things. For example, it is not ‘cool*’ for girls to learn math and
science. Most math and science teachers are men, too, so ( D ) who are interested in these subjects have fewer role
models* in the classroom. In 2010, just 25% of math teachers and 22% of science teachers in Japanese junior high
schools were women, but about 60% of art teachers and almost 75% of music teachers were women. So, society is
telling girls, « ( ©) )

How can girls do better in junior high school? Well, teachers need to think carefully about how girls learn. A girl
needs more time to think. She wants to work in a group. She wants to listen to her friends’ ideas. She wants to think

about a problem in different ways. And she needs society to support her and say, “You can do it!”
